4.i.  Status of Revised Terms of Reference and Membership – Chris Adam

5.ii.a  Communication Subcommittee (internal communications)

· The committee met to discuss recommendations for TRU on how to effectively convey messages internally to students about survey results and the actions TRU has taken in response to what the students said.
· The content of the messages should be simple, visually appealing, have a WOW FACTOR, quick to read and provide links to details.
· The type of message needs to be consistent and should be combined with the institutional framework of Discover, Connect, Engage, Become
· The three areas of the Student Engagement Feedback Process inventory can be used to provide reporting for other units on engagement activities across campus (Applied Learning in and out of the classroom; Campus social activities; Community involvement)
· Vehicles to convey the messages could be through the TRU Webpage Banner, Moodle newsfeed, a slide show during class breaks, posters, social media, campus tv’s, my TRU,

· The first task will be to build the messages and then decide where to post them so they reach the largest audience
ACTION:  The sub-committee should meet with IPA to review the results of surveys and choose the content (up to 10 messages) to send out to students.  This will be reported at the December 12, 2012 meeting.
The next step will be to decide on a vehicle(s) to convey the messages.
5.ii.b  Feedback Subcommittee

· The committee met to come up with recommendations on how to report engagement successes to Senate.

· The committee reviewed the past process and challenges and felt there is a need to change the approach to give an engaging report to Senate in the form of storytelling rather than presenting data spreadsheets
· The sub-committee’s proposal is that each faculty will create a visually appealing report by creating a video that tells stories about events that happened throughout the year.  Media Services in the New Centre will help to create a template that will provide a consistent format.  Faculty and students will do the work with professional help from Media Services.
· Faculty Councils will have to approve the presentation

· This sub-committee will decide which faculties should produce a video.  It will also recommend the number of videos to be presented to Senate and if there will be a written report submitted.
· September is a good time of year to submit the report
