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POLICY 
 
 
All students taking undergraduate or graduate credit courses at the University are expected to 
maintain a minimum standard of academic performance. While Faculties/Schools set 
progression standards for specific programs, these standards will in no case be below the 
achievement of a Cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of 1.67 following the attempt of 24 
undergraduate or graduate credits. 

 
REGULATIONS 
 
 
Academic progress will be assessed on an ongoing basis.   

Students who have met the minimum standard for their program will be deemed In Good 
Standing.  

Students who are not deemed to be In Good Standing will be placed on Academic Probation 
and subsequent enrolment may be subject to academic restrictions and/or specialized 
programming and support.  

Students placed on Academic Probation who remain below their program’s minimum standard, 
or below the 1.67 Cumulative GPA after attempting an additional 24 credits, and have not 
shown significant improvement, will be prohibited from registering at TRU for 12 months. 

Cumulative GPA is calculated on all attempted TRU undergraduate or graduate credit courses.
