TRU unduplicated total: Unique headcount for the entire institution. Since some learners are dually enrolled in both on campus and
Open Learning, the unduplicated total is not equal to the sum of on campus and Open Learning.

Rural students: Learners who are identified as rural through the Canada Post Corporation (CPC) classification. This classification is
based on the 2nd character of the learner's first recorded postal code at TRU.

Age was calculated as of the end of the fiscal year (at March 31).

Full Time Equivalent (FTE) enrolment converts course enrolments to the number of students taking a normal full course load. FTE is
calculated in accordance with the method set out by the B.C. Ministry of Advanced Education. As per a Ministry request, in 2020-21,
Open Learning program FTE divisors were aligned with on campus programs, resulting in a decrease in the FTE. Historical FTE have been
restated on this basis.

Full time and part time student status is based on the annual FTE generated by the student, where FTE >=0.6 is considered full time.
